SAFE WORKING CONDITIONS

General Safety

At no time are people, vehicles, items of plant, or objects to be placed on, or operated within three (3) metres of any rail track without the prior approval of SHR. Approval will not be granted for works on or near the railway property on Sundays, unless of an urgent nature.  Please allow three (3) working days for the necessary arrangements to be made.

When approval is given for any work to be carried out within three metres of any rail, it may be necessary for a qualified railway safeworker to be present to ensure your safety and that of our railway operations and track stability.  The cost of the safeworker is $100 per hour up to a maximum of 8 hours, with any time over being $130 per hour.  Prior to work commencing, you must advise SteamRanger Infrastructure Services of your intended dates of access on railway property.  Please allow three (3) working days for the necessary arrangements to be made.
You are to wear high visibility (yellow) vests and protective footwear at all times when on SHR property.

Rail Corridor Daily Access

At all times, prior to entry to the rail corridor and upon the completion of each day's work, the party signed to this agreement MUST telephone SteamRanger Train Control 
(Ph: 8391 2719) advising the train controller of the contractor's work location.
Crossing Tracks

Railway tracks shall only be crossed at places and on occasions specifically approved by the Safeworker.  Before proceeding across any railway tracks you must exercise due care and give way to any train or track machine.  You must also comply with any flag or other signal made by an SHR worker.

Track Stability

The stability of railway tracks must not be affected by your activities and you must obey all instructions given to you by the Safeworker in order to maintain stability.  The works to maintain track stability as part of this access agreement must be completed before any activities commence on or near railway tracks.  No activities are to be conducted on or near tracks where stability work has NOT been undertaken.

Release
You conduct your activities on SHR property at your own risk.  As such, SHR can accept no responsibility or liability for any loss or damage you suffer.

I/We have read and understand all the above conditions.

Furthermore, I/We agree to abide by all the above listed conditions and understand that at all times we will be subject to the direction of SHR Management, staff or their contractors.
